Dress Code
General Guidelines for Symposium:

1. Hair must be neat, clean and worn in a manner which does not interfere with vision or cause a disturbance.

2. No article of clothing (including off site hats) that pertains to or depicts the following will be acceptable: Substances or activities illegal by law for minors; alcohol, drugs, tobacco, gambling, no profane, suggestive or violent or other inappropriate language, no derogatory symbols; remarks directed to any ethnic group, gender, nationality, color, race or religion.
3. Tank tops, tube tops, muscle shirts, spaghetti straps, thin straps, tops that expose the midriff, bust, excessive part of the back, are excessively tight or distracting are not permitted.
4. No spandex articles of clothing are allowed.

5. All pants must be worn fitted at the waist with or without a belt. Nice jeans (no holes, stains, sagging) or khakis are expected. Shorts and skirts are appropriate but must be no shorter than six inches above the knee.
6. No distracting tattoos or piercings.

7. Hats, caps, or other head coverings are not to be worn during training.  They are permitted for off-site activities.

Texas Military Forces staff reserve the right to determine the meaning of appropriate.  
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Military Ball Dress Code:
While the youth symposium is for youth ages 10-17, the military ball is just for youth, ages 13-17. All youth must be signed in and signed out by parent or guardian. Students will be picked up from Symposium promptly at 4:30 pm in order to allow them to eat dinner with parents and dress for the ball. Ball dress code is semi formal. Please see description below:
